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Main Airlines’ traffic Q2 2021 
Q2 2021 extends an uneven recovery in traffic, with China Southern and American AL ahead. The two giants are cut-

ting the gap with 2019’s results by half, while other U.S. and Chinese airlines are picking up. Alaska Air Group and 

Hawaiian Holdings are making an excellent recovery, as is China Eastern. Still, the trend is more toward light in-

creases or stagnation for the majority of airlines.

Internal European traffic has been hit hard by the pandemic, leaving Russia and Turkey standing out with strong  

domestic traffic and less intense restrictions regarding air transport than in other countries in the region. 

Norway is also at the top of the table, with two steady domestic routes to Oslo (OSL). 

The most important French route, Paris - Orly (ORY) with Toulouse (TLS), drops from its seventh place in 2020, with 

a -66.8% difference with last year.

Despite a decline in traffic over the year, Dubai remains the main hub in 

the region, with a significant flow to London Heathrow (LHR) well above the rest despite a -63% decrease 

in traffic. France is in third place with Paris—Orly (ORY / Saint-Denis Roland Garros (RUN).

and Asia in 2020, with the route to Hong Kong (HKG) remaining the busiest, as it was last year, despite a  

-78.2% drop.

The United Kingdom, mainly from London (LHR), 

remains the main gateway to Asia in 2020, even 

strengthening its position with 24% of traffic (21% 

in 2019). The same goes for Turkey, now 2nd  

instead of Germany, which for its part is losing 

2% of     market share compared to the previous 

year. Other nations such as France or Nether-

lands are stagnating, with identical percentages            

from one year to the next.

In this region also it is the United Kingdom that 

maintains its first place with a distribution almost 

unchanged from 2020, despite the pandemic. 

Ireland, which was already facing a decling in 

tourism through 2019, sees its market share de-

cline further in 2020.

In 2020, Spain has lost its status as leader of traffic between Europe and Latin 

America for France, especially with connections between Paris (ORY) and overseas departments, such as 

Martinique or Guadeloupe. Those two countries represent more than half of the global traffic between 

these two regions.
