ATD Analytics is taking on a new dimension this summer. Since June, the granularity of our data has
been greatly improved with the arrival of monthly passenger statistics.

This recent addition allows us to analyze the number of passengers from point A to point B in several
ways thanks to the following selection criteria:

- Annual
- Quarterly
- Monthly

The aim of this enhancement is to enable the airline industry to monitor, analyze, compare and strategize
using reliable, accurate and timely resources. In addition, cargo and movement data has been added to
the e-platform to provide even more varied analysis to our customers and very soon the same granularity
will be offered.

The interface has also been modified with some color and design changes to optimize the platform's er-
gonomics, notably with its dark mode. ATD Analytics was born from the idea of associating the quantita-
tive aspect of the data with a visual aspect, which would represent the data in the form of a graph to facil-
itate analysis. Thus, two graphs allowed this, a CAGR graph and an evolution graph.

Now the chart* is introduced in the analysis mode and the previous charts have been optimized to extend
the analysis capabilities.

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Main Airlines current and planned fleets (April 2022) by region

After a decrease in 2021, the world commercial
fleet has increased by 1.2% compared to last year
(April 2022/21). After the order cancellations and
deferrals of 2021, the market is slowly getting back

in order.

Airbus continues to grow, with 0.3% being one of
only two portions to increase this year, now accoun-
ting for 37.6% of commercial aircrafts worldwide.
The gap with its rival Boeing is getting smaller, with
the American manufacturer losing —0.6% of its
share for a total of 38.2%, still struggling despite the
gradual take-off of the B737 Max.

Similarly, the share of small manufacturers has

increased by 0.5% this year.

In contrast, of the marked changes of the previous
year, European market shares remain relatively
stable in 2022.
